FRANÇA (FR) 
Em França, o Code des pensions militaires d'invalidité et des victimes de guerre2 reúne o regime jurídico 

aplicável em matéria de antigos combatentes, deficientes das Forças Armadas e vítimas de guerra. O Código 

atual entrou em vigor a 1 de janeiro de 2017, mas o primeiro código destas matérias data de 1919. 

O Código está dividido em livros, por sua vez subdivididos, sucessivamente, em títulos, capítulos, secções, 

subseções e artigos, e é organizado por blocos em função do tipo de norma (legal ou regulamentar – partie 

legislative e partie réglementaire), como é habitual nos códigos franceses. 

Atenta a extensão do índice, insere-se abaixo uma versão sintética, até à subdivisão título, que permite 

perceber as matérias reguladas, estando o índice completo acessível na hiperligação inserida acima; para 

facilitar a consulta, na lista abaixo inseriu-se, à frente de cada livro, hiperligação direta para as respetivas 

partes legislativa e regulamentar:

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Armadas pode ficar em desvantagem comparativamente com os restantes cidadãos no acesso a serviços 

públicos e comerciais e a noção de que as situações especiais, como por exemplo as de quem tenha ficado 

ferido em serviço, têm de ser atendidas. Em 2011, o Armed Forces Act 2011 (AFA 2011) consagrou pela 

primeira vez na lei a existência deste instrumento, incumbindo o Governo de apresentar ao Parlamento um 

relatório anual sobre o que foi feito ao abrigo do mesmo5. Apesar de o Armed Forces Covenant não ter força 

vinculativa (legal), é dele que emanam muitos dos direitos e benefícios atribuídos a militares, antigos 

combatentes e suas famílias, como o apoio na transição para a vida civil, acesso ao emprego, habitação, 

cuidados de saúde, etc. 

Em termos de legislação, o Armed Forces (Pensions and Compensation) Act 2004, cujo índice se inclui abaixo 

(com hiperligações para o conteúdo de cada parte e suas secções), é a principal base legal para a atribuição 

de pensões e compensações devidas aos deficientes militares, antigos combatentes e seus familiares.

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No desenvolvimento do estatuído na lei acima referida, a Armed Forces and Reserve Forces (Compensation 

Scheme) Order 20116 concretiza as medidas de compensação por acidente, doença ou morte em serviço 

(ocorridos em ou após 6 de abril de 2005, sendo os ocorridos antes desta data e desde que o militar em causa 

já não esteja no ativo compensados nos termos do War Pensions Scheme –WPS)7. 

Regras mais detalhadas constam da Naval, Military and Air Forces Etc. (Disablement and Death) Service 

Pensions Order 2006, conhecida como Service Pensions Order. 

 

Existe ainda uma compensação especial para militares e seus familiares que sejam vítimas de crimes 

violentos enquanto em missão no estrangeiro - Criminal Injuries Compensation (Overseas) scheme. 

 

Em termos de pensões de aposentação8, há três esquemas, em função da data de início de serviço: 

• Armed Forces Pension Scheme 75 (início entre abril de 1975 e abril de 2005) 

• Armed Forces Pension Scheme 05 (início entre abril de 2005 e abril de 2015) 

• Armed Forces Pension Scheme 15: (início a partir de abril de 2015). 

 

O departamento Veterans UK, no âmbito do Ministry of Defence é a entidade responsável pelo apoio aos 

antigos combatentes e seus familiares e a gestão dos esquemas de pensões e compensações das Forças 

Armadas. 

 

No portal do governo britânico na internet pode consultar-se mais informação dos benefícios previstos para 

os militares, incluindo antigos combatentes e deficientes das Forças Armadas e seus familiares. Muitos dos 

direitos ou benefícios atribuídos encontram-se na legislação que regula cada setor (por exemplo, em matéria 

de habitação, existe em Inglaterra uma preferência legal no acesso a habitação social por antigos 

combatentes e isso é feito ao abrigo da lei que regula as matérias da habitação - Housing Act9) ou resultam 

de programas do Governo ou acordos com outras entidades, ao abrigo do acima referido Armed Forces 

Covenant. Um documento preparado pelos serviços de apoio ao Parlamento britânico intitulado Support for 

UK Veterans sistematiza os tipos de apoios existentes pelo que se inclui hiperligação para o mesmo. 

Refira-se finalmente que, em 26 de abril do corrente, o Governo britânico anunciou o lançamento da primeira 

estratégia sobre antigos combatentes e a criação de um novo serviço com contributos dos vários
